The CORNER at TOWN CENTER is a fully 

staffed & supervised Middle School drop in 

center that is run by Recreation Program staff.  

Staff  oversees games, leagues, special pro-

grams and early release day activities.  On 

hand every day are both Adult Staff members 

and HS aged Junior Staff members.  The pro-

gram is an open door program. Members will 

sign in, but can come and go as they wish.     

The philosophy of the CORNER is to provide a 

safe, positive  place for children in grades 6 –8 

that is truly their space. Members will have 

input into what  programs, events, and activi-

ties take place and there are always a variety 

of activities and special events scheduled each 

week.  

The Corner is more than just a place to “hang 

out”.  The program has components of the 

Youth Development Strategy (YDS).  These 

YDS senses are incorporated in many of our 

activities.  These senses can help build self-

esteem and help members develop into re-

sponsible citizens and leaders.   

The YDS 4 components are: 

-A sense of belonging: a place where mem-

bers know they are always welcome.  Staff 

strive to make each member feel welcome by 

greeting each by name, and including them in 

all the offered activities.  

-A sense of usefulness: An opportunity to 

do something of value to others.
